CTO Pontoon Boat Use Procedures (revised)

The CTO pontoon boat, (Named Challenger) used on Shawano Lake has a new mooring home on the west
side of lake at the S&S Marina near the outlet of Shawano Lake. (Just north of the Airport.) This location
should make for easier disabled access both to the Challenger boat and vehicle parking. If you or a friend
wants to take the Challenger out on an excursion one of those on the boat needs to be certified by a member
of the CTO pontoon boat committee.

Certification and Reservation times can be arranged with by contacting Gary Thyse at 715-584-7700. The
boat key is kept at Kuhn’s Bait & Tackl e whi d
a convenient place to also pick up your bait
shop will be closed but there is a CTO mailbox outside of the bait shop where you can deposit the key.

Please refill all gas tanks and the oil reservoir. If you land the craft when the Mariana is open, simply ask the

marina staff to refill the gas tanks.. Fil I i
graph/depth finder attached to its holder and please try to leave the Challenger cleaner than you found it! If
somet hing breaks or is missing, please cont acd
happily surprised.

One last tip, the parking lot at the marina can fill up to capacity as a day wears on. If you want to be able to
park on-site get there early!

Locations of the disabled fishing piers

Koepke Co Park — 2 piers, large parking area, paved approaches from lot. Follow Hwy 76 North of
Shiocton 2 miles to Co Rd M. Go right (North) on Co 1 2 miles to Koepke Rd, Go right (East) approximated
% mile to Koepke Park.

Village of Shiocton — 2 piers, asphalt parking lot, paved approaches from lot. Located on Hwy 76 (Main
St) in Shiocton immediately north of the Village Offices on the East side of the Wolf River (Downtown).

Bamboo Bend - 1 pier, gravel parking lot, gravel approach. Located at the intersection of Hwy 76 and
Hwy 54 on the west edge of Shiocton. This pier will be excellent to view the spawning sturgeon in spring.

Barker County Park - 2 piers, gravel parking lot, paved approaches. Follow Hwy 54 west of Shiocton %2
mile to Old Hwy 54. Go south (left) approximately % mile to Barker County Park.

County @S eStephensvill@-r2 piers, gravel parking lot, gravel approaches. Follow Hwy 76
south of Shiocton 5 miles to Co Rd S. Go right (west) on Co S approximately 1 '2 miles to entrance to Co
Park (on right-north side). Follow access rod to parking area — fishing piers are located at the north end of the
parking lot (on east side of river).

All these piers were installed for use by the general public, but it is our sincere wish that all able bodied
sportsmen grant the right of way to our disadvantaged friends. Take a short drive around Shiocton this spring
and check out the location of these new piers so you are ready to roll when the mood strikes to go fishing!

Field Grants Program
Guidelines
Challenge the Outdoors, Inc

At the September, 2007 BOD meeting, revisions were discussed and approved for the CTO Field Grant
Program. The program is designed to aid physically challenged members of Challenge the Outdoors, Inc to

experience once-in-a-lifetime outdoor recreational events that they can not otherwise afford to attend. To be
eligible to apply and receive funding under the Field Grant Program, an individual must be a disabled member
of Challenge the Outdoors, Inc for at least one calendar year.

These grants (a maximum of $200.00) are not available to non-disabled members of CTO.

A Field Grant wi || not be awarded to an indi Vi

already conducts a similar event. The Field Grant Committee and Board of Directors can consider an excep-
tion under special circumstances. Persons that have received funds under the CTO Field Grant Program are
not be eligible for another Field Grant to participate in the same type of event in the future. For example: A
disabled member of Challenge the Outdoors is awarded a Field Grant to hunt Pronghorn in Wyoming. This
member may not apply for another Field Grant to hunt pronghorn in the future.

Cost Sharing Program for Adaptive Equipment Catching on

We know adaptive equipment can be a bit pricey so our hope, by creating this cost sharing program in Decem-
ber of 2004, was to help our physically challenged members offset that cost and encourage them to purchase
their own equipment. Thus creating more independence for them. So far CTO has helped several members
purchase adaptive hunting equipment including crossbows and hand cranks, and an adapted gunstock. We are
still waiting for the 1* adaptive fishing equipment request. For those unfamiliar with our cost sharing program
her e’ s h oGTO will help ®ur lplgysically challenged members purchase adaptive hunting or
fishing equipment by picking up to 'z, but not to exceed $100.00, for the cost of the piece(s) of equip-
ment 1 time per year. For example say Jane purchases a crank for her crossbow and it cost $150.00. CTO
would reimburse Jane $75.00. To receive reimbursement for a piece of adaptive equipment you have pur-
chased or to see if a piece of equi pment y O
Chapman. (920) 525-1123. *Note, keep your receipt and get a duplicate copy of the original because we
will need a copy for our records. And if you return the item please reimburse CTO. If you are looking
for sources of adaptive equipment there are hundreds to choose from so shop around and check our website
out for links to sellers and suppliers and as always please show patronage to the many businesses that have
been so good to us over the years by giving them your and our business.
